Installing a Vertical Bed

A WARNING

FAILURE TO PROPERLY SECURE THE BED TO THE WALL CAN CAUSE SERIOUS
INJURY. READ ALL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE INSTALLATION.



A Important Safety Information

It is extremely important that the bed be properly and securely affixed to the wall. Failure to do so
can cause serious injury or death.

The wall bed should be securely fastened to either wall studs, concrete, block, or brick wall.

When affixing the header to wall studs, the fasteners should be inserted into the center of the wall
stud.

The proper tools need to be utilized in installation of the bed. These are listed in the Installation
Instructions.

Installation of the bed should be performed by two people. Attempting to install the bed alone can
cause injury.

The wall bed should sit flush against the wall for secure installation.

Never attempt to unscrew the wall bed from the wall while it is open.

If you are using lighting, you should keep covers, comforters, and other bedding away from the bed

when you close the bed. You should tuck any bulky bedding tightly between the mattress and the
frame rails of the wall bed. Also, make sure no wires are being pinched at any location.



Before you start...

Unless you requested to have your wall bed without a notch for the base molding at the bottom
of your wall, a 5 inch tall by 1 inch notch is included on your wall bed Cabinet Verticals. This is
necessary for the wall bed to sit flush against the wall for a secure installation. If you ordered
your wall bed without a notch because you want to make a different size notch, you should do
this first, BEFORE any other step.

Do not install any part where the unfinished sides or edges would be exposed after installation.
The unfinished side of a header should point to the ceiling; the unfinished side of a headboard
should be against the wall, etc.

If you ordered your wall bed UNFINISHED, there are some very important details to consider.
They are as follows:

a) All pieces should be individually finished before you assemble the bed. You will not be
able to completely finish all necessary surfaces after assembly.

b) If you are applying paint to finish your wall bed, please make sure to prime all parts with a
good quality primer before painting.

c) DO NOT APPLY FINISHES TO THE PISTONS, PIVOT PLATES, OR LEG MECHANISM!

d) If you are staining and lacquering your wall bed, be sure to use a matching colored putty
to fill any nail or screw holes PRIOR to your last coat of lacquer.

e) Always check to make sure all parts are completely dry before you assemble the wall bed.




Hardware & Tools

* You will need a stud
finder, a drill, a 1/8”
drill bit, a phillips
screwdriver, and a
step ladder.




STEP 1 - Install the Upper Plate
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With one Cabinet Vertical lying on its side and several holes facing up, position one Upper Plate (B)
with the receiver ball facing outward and the nut on the back of the plate inserted into the upper most
¥ hole. Insert a %’ T-Nut (D) in the through hole from the back side of the Cabinet Vertical.

Inserta ” Machine Screw (E) through the Upper Plate (B) and thread it into the 342" T-Nut (D).

Finish by inserting four Black %" Wood Screws (G) in the remaining holes. The pre-marked holes
ease installation.

REPEAT THIS STEP FOR THE REMAINING CABINET VERTICAL.



STEP 2 — Install the Pivot Plate

Position one Pivot Pin Plate (C) with the long end facing outward and the %2’ end of the rod inserted
into the lower most %4’ hole. Insert two 34" T-Nuts (D) in the two through holes from the back side of
the Cabinet Vertical.

Inserta " Machine Screw (E) through the Pivot Pin Plate (C) and thread into each of the %4’ T-Nuts
(D).

Finish by inserting two Silver %’ Wood Screws (F) in the remaining holes. The pre-marked holes
ease this installation.

REPEAT THIS STEP FOR THE REMAINING CABINET VERTICAL.



STEP 3 — Install the Bed Stopper

Position one Bed Stopper (1) with the pin on the back inserted into the ¥4" hole near the top. Line up
the hole with the pre-marked hole on the Cabinet Vertical.

Secure this with a 7 Pan Head Screw (H).
REPEAT THIS STEP FOR THE REMAINING CABINET VERTICAL.



STEP 4 — Install the Cam Dowels

In the seven (7) remaining holes not covered with a round, white sticker, screw a %" Cam Dowel (L) in
each. Be sure to screw them in all of the way, but be careful not to over tighten them. Then, remove

the stickers from the remaining holes.
REPEAT THIS STEP FOR THE REMAINING CABINET VERTICAL.



STEP 5 — Position the Parts for Installation

» Position all of the parts approximately 18 inches from the wall where you plan to install the bed.
Lay them out as shown below for ease of installation.



STEP 6 — Install Nylon Washer on Pivot Bar

1. Place a Nylon Washer (K) on the Pivot Bar on each Pivot Pin Plate (C) and stand the Cabinet
Verticals on their finished (front) edge.

2. REPEAT THIS STEP FOR THE REMAINING CABINET VERTICAL.



STEP 7 — Install Cabinet Verticals

1. Slide the Pivot Bars all of the way into the Pivot Holes in the Assembled Face. The Nylon Washer (K)
will establish the spacing needed between these pieces.

2. REPEAT THIS STEP FOR THE REMAINING CABINET VERTICAL.



STEP 8 — Install E-Clips

1. Snap one E-Clip (J) into the groove on the Pivot Bar locking the Cabinet Verticals to the Assembled
Face.

2. REPEAT THIS STEP FOR THE REMAINING CABINET VERTICAL.



STEP 9 - Install the Pistons (Small End)

Snap the smaller end of one Piston (A) onto the ball receiver on the Assembled Face. The arrow
should be pointing to the top of the wall bed and away from the wall.

Once connected, let the piston rest inside of the Assembled Face.
REPEAT THIS STEP ON THE OTHER SIDE OF THE ASSEMBLED FACE.



STEP 10 - Install the Piston (Large End)

In order to attach the pistons to the Cabinet Verticals, you must make sure that the Bed Stopper (1) is
not resting on the Assembled Face. Gently pull the Cabinet Vertical to the side, leaving a small gap
between the Cabinet Vertical and the Assembled Face.

With the small end of both pistons attached to the ball receivers on each side of the Assembled Face,
have one person gently lift the Assembled Face about 6” off the ground while the second person
snaps the larger end of the Piston (A) onto the ball receiver of the Upper Plate (B) on the Cabinet
Vertical. You may need to move the Assembled Face up and down slightly to perfectly align the ball
receiver and the head of the Piston (A).

REPEAT THIS STEP ON THE OTHER SIDE OF THE ASSEMBLED FACE.



If you purchased a wall bed with lights, install the lights in
the Header before going on to the next step.

Making sure that the light with the single cord is installed first, at the left side of the header, furthest
from the pre-installed transformer; push the light through the header from the finished side up until the
trim ring is flush with the finished side of the header.

Then, using a screwdriver, tighten the screw on the retainer ring, securing the light. REPEAT THIS
FOR THE REMAINING LIGHT.

Then, plug the two lights together.



STEP 12 - Install the Header

With the unfinished side of the Header facing into the room and the finished side facing into the bed
cabinet, attach the Header. Because of the position of the Cam Dowels, this piece can only be
installed in one direction. Allow the Cam Dowels (L) to slip into the Cam Housings on one side.
Secure this side of the Header by tightening the Phillips head within each Cam Housing using a
screwdriver, not a drill. This is done by twisting the Phillips head approximately 180°until it is tight.

You must finish the next step (STEP 13) before attaching the remaining side.




STEP 13 — Position Cabinet Vertical
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1. With the Header attached on one side, take hold of the Cabinet Vertical and the Header and lift it up
high enough to clear the Assembled Face.

2. Place the attached side of the Cabinet Vertical on the Assembled Face using the Bed Stopper (I).
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STEP 14 — Finish Header Installation

Lift both the unattached Cabinet Vertical and the Header slightly above the Assembled Face.

Allow the Cam Dowels (L) to slip into the Cam Housings.

Secure this side of the Header by tightening the Phillips head within each Cam Housing using a
screwdriver, not a drill. This is done by twisting the Phillips head approximately 180°until it is tight.
Allow this Cabinet Vertical to rest on the Assembled Face using the Bed Stopper (I).



STEP 15 — Secure Header with Screws

1. Drive two Black 1¥2” Screws (M) into the Header using the through holes. These are the holes that
were marked with the round, white stickers.

2. REPEAT THIS STEP ON BOTH SIDES OF THE HEADER.



STEP 16 — Install the Headboard
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With the unfinished side of the Headboard facing up and the finished edge facing toward the top of the
wall bed, attach the Headboard. Slide the Headboard between the Cabinet Verticals, just in front of
the Cam Dowels (L). Gently slide it under the Cam Dowels and then up into the corresponding Cam
Housings (follow the arrows).

Secure both sides of the Headboard by tightening the Phillips head within each Cam Housing using a
screwdriver, not a drill. This is done by twisting the Phillips head approximately 180°until it is tight.



STEP 17 — Install the Stringer

With the unfinished side of the Stringer facing toward the wall and the finished edge facing into the
bed cabinet, attach the Stringer.

Secure both sides of the Stringer by tightening the Phillips head within each Cam Housing using a
screwdriver, not a drill. This is done by twisting the Phillips head approximately 180°until it is tight.



If you purchased a wall bed with lights, you will
now finish the kit installation.

Route the 60 inch long, thin dimmer wire (shipped loose) in the notch on the Cabinet Vertical.

Allow it to come out through the smaller notch where the headboard is installed. The ring terminal
should be at the headboard and the male plug end should be at the top of the bed where the lights are
installed.

Install the ring terminal behind the touch plate dimmer using one of the small screws behind the touch
plate.



Light kit installation continued...

Route the long extension cord in the notch on the Cabinet Vertical, gently pushing it as far in as it will

allow.
Make sure the female end is toward the top of the bed and the male end (plug end) is at the end with

the baseboard notch.



Light kit installation continued...

Plug the long extension cord into the safety cutoff switch which has been pre-installed on the
Assembled Face.

On the Header, plug the long extension cord into the dimmer transformer which has been pre-installed.
You will also need to plug the thin dimmer wire into the low voltage wire on the dimmer transformer at
this time.

Make sure these are completely together before moving to the next step.



Light kit installation finalized.

1. Plug the wire from the safety cutoff switch into an outlet.

2. Test the lights by touching the touch plate dimmer several times. It will dim from low to medium to high
and then off again. Also, make sure that no wires are being pinched at any location.
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STEP 18 — Lifting the bed into position

With the bed fully assembled, and with two people, CAREFULLY lift the bed upright.

Make sure to control the lift to limit movement and sliding that may occur (especially on wood floors).

If you need to move the bed closer to the wall at this point, simply lift on the bottom edge of the
Assembled Face and gently nudge the bed back against the wall.



Positioning the bed for mounting.
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Once the bed is flush against the wall, you may notice a difference in the gap on the sides of the bed.
This gap is necessary to allow the bed room to move in and out of the cabinet and needs to be equal.

By gently tapping the Cabinet Verticals (as needed) to the right or left, adjust the bed so that the gap
between the Assembled Face and the Cabinet Verticals is equal all the way around.



STEP 19 — Mounting the bed to the wall

Using a stud finder and following the manufacturers instructions for use, locate the studs in the wall as
shown. The best practice is to first locate both outside edges.

Then, you will want to mark an “X” to indicate the CENTER of the stud. Locate as many studs as you
can within this space (minimum of 3).

In the locations where you have located and marked the center of the studs, drilla " pilot hole
through the back of the Header. Do not go all the way into the stud with this hole, just into the wood

strip.



STEP 19 — Continued...

Finally, making sure that the gap around the bed is equal, drive a Black 3" Wood Screw (O) into
each predrilled hole and into the wall studs. MAKE SURE THAT THE SCREWS ARE IN THE
STUD AND THAT THE HEADER IS TIGHT TO THE WALL. You will be able to tell that you have
hit the stud because it will be a little more difficult to turn the screw. If not, you are into the drywall
only. You will need to try to locate the studs again.

To test this, pull on the Header a few times to make sure it does not come away from the wall.

Failure to properly secure the bed to the wall can result in serious injury!




If your wall Is not a wood stud wall, here are some
alternate fasteners you may consider.

1. Toggle bolts are the recommended fastener for walls with metal studs or lathe and
plaster.

2. Hollow wall anchors, also known as Molly anchors, are also good for metal stud walls
or walls with lathe and plaster.

3. For concrete, block, or brick walls, concrete anchors, like Tapcon® anchors, are the
most common fastener.

A In zlallny application, it is critical that the bed be properly and securely affixed to the
wall.



STEP 20 - Install Crown Molding

Fit the pre-fabricated crown molding on the bed to the outside of the Cabinet Verticals.

Slide the pre-fabricated crown molding all of the way onto the Header using the attached cleats for
support.

Finish the crown molding installation by installing two Silver 1¥4” Screws (N) into the predrilled holes
on the top of the cleats.



STEP 21 — Install the mattress

To install your mattress, you mush first open the bed. Using the upper most handles (depending on
style), pull the bed down into the open position.

With a helper, slide the mattress onto the platform. Once the mattress is in place, it's weight will hold
the Assembled Face down. You may need to use a hand to hold the Assembled Face down until the
mattress is in position.



STEP 22 — Install mattress straps

On each corner of the Assembled Face, lift the mattress slightly to access the pre-installed elastic
strap.

Simply pull the elastic straps over the end of the mattress.

These straps fit nicely under the fitted sheets and out of plain view.



STEP 23 — Install Side Cabinets (if purchased)

Push the cabinet against the bed making sure that the crown molding and the base molding on the
front of the cabinet line up with the front edge of the bed.

Once you are happy with the way the cabinet fits, drive screws (usually 3 total) from the side cabinet
into the Cabinet Vertical of the bed. Start at the bottom edge and work your way up. You may need
to remove a drawer or door, depending on the model of side cabinet you purchased.

Finish the installation by driving the upper most screw.

Be careful not to drive the screws too far and through the Cabinet Verticals!



STEP 23 — Continued

1. If you have adjustable shelves, start by inserting a shelf support in the desired location.
2. Then, install the shelf and check for fit.
